Mountains bear the imprint of human activ-
ity. Scars from logging and surface mining sit
alongside national parks and ski lodges. Although
the environmental effects of extractive indus-
tries are well known, skiing is more likely to
bring to mind images of luxury, wealth, and
health. Drawing on interviews, field observa-
tions, and media analysis, Stoddart reveals
the multiple, often conflicting meanings
attached to skiing by skiers, mass media, First
Nations, industry leaders, and environmental-
ists in British Columbia. Stoddart challenges
us to reflect on skiing’s negative effects as he
exposes how certain groups came to be viewed
as the “natural” inhabitants and legitimate
managers of mountain environments.

Civil society organizations are among the most
vociferous critics of the modern food system.

Yet even after decades of campaigns, govern-
ments have largely failed to address health and
sustainability issues in an effective way.

initiatives at the subparliamentary level. Real
change will come, they argue, when advocacy
groups develop strategies sophisticated enough to
counter the forces aligned against them: a power-
ful business lobby, lack of political will, and a
dearth of government mechanisms to deal with
issues that cut across departmental mandates.

Pinero
exploitation, Sarathy argues, is the product of
an ongoing history of institutionalized racism
in the West. Overcoming this legacy depends on
improving the visibility and working conditions
of pineros and providing them with a stronger

voice in immigration and forestry policy-making.

China was afflicted by a brutal succession of
conflicts through much of the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries. Yet there has never been
clear understanding of how wartime suffering
has defined the nation and shaped its people.

In Beyond Suffering, a distinguished group of
Chinese historians draws on often fragmentary
accounts of nearly forgotten incidents to piece
together the multiple fronts - social, institu-
tional, and cultural - on which wars have been
fought, experienced, and remembered. From
the Blagoveshchensk Massacre to the trials of
the Jiangxi Number One Children’s Home, these
accounts of war-inflicted suffering bring us clos-

er to understanding war and militarism in China.

How did a non-Christian nation
come to foster more Catholic leaders than the
United States, particularly when Protestantism
is said to define Christianity in Japan and
Catholicism is believed to be but a fleeting ele-
ment of Japan’s so-called Christian century?
This volume reveals that, far from being a relic
of the past — something brought to Japan by
missionaries and then forgotten — Catholicism
offered, and continues to provide, an authentic
and alternative way for Japanese believers to
maintain “tradition” and negotiate modernity.
